1. Data flows through enterprises with interferences everywhere. Only a marriage between
governance and enterprise quality controls will ensure clean data.

2. Data and Information are not seen as assets. A healthcare company will invest in an
“interventions” quality lab but will not support a “data” quality lab. Information
generated out of bad data will make the company unable to understand outcomes of
interventions and create better patient engagement programs.
