Building on an overview (map) of the regulatory environment in the United States and Europe,
Joe will discuss why data is in vogue among regulators, where data fits into the overall regulatory
reform debate for financial services, and why information quality is important to the management
of systemic risk. Joe will cover recent developments in how various regulatory constituents are
approaching the issue of data, and he will discuss the implications for the financial sector.
